MINUTES

Director Pilkington called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.  Directors Sipe, Leonhardt and Kitchens were present.  Director Sturley was absent.

Approval of Minutes:  Director Sipe requested the Minutes from October 28, 2025 Public Comments, to reflect that instead of the District strengthening relations with the County, it should have said the District should strengthen relations with the Fairgrounds.  Director Kitchens made a motion to approve the Minutes with the above change, Director Sipe seconded the motion.  The vote – Ayes – 4 – Noes – 0.

Public Comments:  Taletha Washburn was present.

Approval of Agenda:  Agenda item #7 will be moved up to item #5.  Director Leonhardt made a motion to approve the Agenda with the above changes, Director Sipe seconded the motion.  The vote – Ayes – 4 – Noes – 0.

Discuss Options for Charter School to Lease a Portion of the Sports Annex for an Additional Mobile Classroom:  Taletha Washburn addressed the issues of currently growing out of their existing space.  Plumas Charter School has a mobile classroom in Taylorsville that is not being used that could be moved to the Quincy location if they had more land space.  Plumas Charter School is in the process of purchasing the land next to the gas station and it is currently in escrow.  If the sale were to fall through, Plumas Charter School is interested in a long term lease with the District on land located behind the charter school.  

Board Review of Month’s Expense and Revenue Reports:  The Board formally reviewed the month’s Expense and Revenue reports.

Update Board of Process of Acquiring New Property Through Chapter 8 Tax Default Sale:  General Manager Shipp met with Julie White, Tax Collector’s office, to sign the contract.  The paperwork now has to go before County Council, the Board of Supervisors and then the State Controller’s Office (for 90 days).  The process could be done by March?  

Ad Hoc Update on Meetings and Options at the Fairgrounds:  Director’s Sipe and Leonhardt met with Board of Supervisors Hall and Goss.  Process will be very slow.  Advised District to keep moving forward with plans.  Possibility of 4th of July music activities to be held at Pioneer Park this year with High Sierra not returning to Plumas County.
